One of the m
notable was in baseball with Jackie Robinson. He became the
African-American to play in Major League baseball after breakin
the color barrier. I'n gol f,

Had these
men not been willing to break the color barrier, future athletes li
Muhammad Ali would not have had opportunities in sports.

African-Americans not only broke the color barrier in sports, but

they also broke the barrier in entertainment as well. Marian And
son was the first Africamerican to perform in the New York
Metropolitan Opera. Other musicians to break the color barrier
terms of art were Louis Armstrong and Duke Ellington.
